Highlights of the 2012 Preliminary Budget:

∙Amount to be raised by taxes is $201,200.00

∙General and Highway Funds:  The estimated tax rate is $1.98/$1,000. 


∙Sewer District:  $0 to be raised by taxes.  O&M will be $90.00/unit and debt service will be $0.  There are 312.50 units. 


∙Water District #1:  $100,000.00 (301.5 units) is the amount to be raised by taxes


∙Water District #2:  $65,471.00 is the amount to be raised by taxes, with the Town of Byron having 164.5 units and the Town of Stafford having 24 units for $9,154.00.


·Water District #3:  $5,886.00 (9 units) is the amount to be raised by taxes.


·Water District #4:  $5,137.00 (11 units) is the amount to be raised by taxes.

WATER DISTRICT NO. 3 LOAN FROM GENERAL FUND
