HIGHWAY SUPERINTENDENT’S REPORT: – Superintendent Heins

∙Two freezing rain events so far in this early winter and small snowfalls has taken the salt supply down and puts the average use up so far.  We have been using our sand mixture during the temperatures below 20 degrees for some grit at stop signs, hills and curves.
∙Plowing equipment so far with routine maintenance repairs has been running ok.

∙Tree and roadside brush trimming – weather permitting
∙I DO NOT have access to the Town Hall building anymore after 10 years of access at the request of the present Supervisor. 
∙I CAN NOT continue the sewer tank pumping – annual or emergency tank pumping, or the Dig New York locating stakeouts – regular faxes, after hours or emergency calls as all sewer maps and locating materials are in Sewer office.  I will be informing the Call Center Dig New York of the changes and put Supervisor’s phone on record so I will not be held responsible (Office is closed after hours on weekdays, weekends, holidays and highway summer hours).   
∙Camden Group is not contracted to do this work so some arrangement with them or Supervisor will have to be done.  Camden extra work outside their inside fence contract is minimum $65/hr.

∙Sewer billing twice per month, part runs and mowing plowing drives, lawn mowing and helping Camden Group when needed are jobs I am still able to do without entering Town Hall.
